Purpose 

At The Seventh Collective, we believe that every person who walks through our doors should 

immediately feel the love, warmth, and welcome of Jesus. Our First Impressions Team sets the tone 

for every guest’s experience — creating an atmosphere of belonging before the first note of worship or 

the first word of the message. 

As a Greeter, you’re not just opening doors — you’re opening hearts. You help create a space where 

people feel seen, valued, and ready to encounter God. 

 

Key Responsibilities 

• Welcome everyone: Greet guests and regular attenders with a genuine smile and friendly 

attitude as they arrive. 

o Pre-Service Greeting (10:30 AM–11:20 AM): 

▪ Greet everyone warmly with a smile and a friendly introduction. 

▪ Inform visitors about that day's special programs (e.g., Bagel Bar, Potluck, 

Children’s Church) and point them towards the appropriate direction. 

▪ Engage in brief conversations, as you feel their comfort level. 

o Post-Service Greeting: 

▪ Return to posts as the sermon concludes. Remain visible and available after 

dismissal 

▪ Thank people for coming. 

▪ Invite them to upcoming events or services. 

▪ Watch for needs - prayer, conversation or help 

• Create connection: Be available to answer questions, offer directions, and help guests feel 

comfortable navigating the campus. 

• Support the flow: Assist with seating, help manage entry points, and ensure the lobby and 

entrances remain clean and inviting. 

• Stay alert and aware: Notice first-time guests, individuals who may need extra assistance, or 

anyone who looks unsure — and help them feel at home. 

• Be a team player: Work closely with other greeters and volunteers to ensure a smooth and 

welcoming experience for all. 

• Represent Jesus and The Seventh Collective: Model warmth, integrity, and service in all 

interactions.
